K – 2 Class News 
For the last two weeks Year 1 and Year 2 have 
been practicing subtraction and measuring length 
in metres and Kindergarten have been writing 
numbers to 10, building groups and learning early 
addition. For the next two weeks Kindergarten, 
Year 1 and Year 2 math will be: 
. writing numerals with correct size and formation 
. counting by 10s to 100 
. counting on by tens from a given number eg 360 
. learning addition facts to 20 – Year 1 and 2 do so 
well that 50 sums takes only 3 minutes to complete 
. learning about money – identifying coins and 
notes, working out change when spending $2 and 
$20 
 
English Theme – Pirates 
Our class language work and some of our reading 
and writing work will be about pirates. We will be 
reading as many books about pirates as we can 
locate. We would love to borrow books if anyone 
has children’s pirate story books.

All Chandler Public School students, parents and 
community members are invited to attend the 
Pirate Dress Up Day on Thursday 17 June.

Student Lunches 
As the weather is quickly cooling off, a quick 
reminder about routines for hot lunches.  
 
Children wishing to have hot lunches on cold days 
may bring food wrapped in alfoil and named. This 
is available each day. Children place food on the 
coffee table in the canteen at the beginning of 
morning tea. 
 
Children wishing to have hot food that cannot be 
heated in the oven such as noodles or soups may 
bring it in a thermos ready to eat.  
 
On Thursday a staff member will be able to 
microwave food that cannot be placed in a thermos 
or in the oven. Children will need to bring it in 
suitable packaging to be placed in the microwave. 
Parents must consider how children will manage 
the food when it is hot. Children who need to have 
food microwaved will place it on the coffee table in 
the canteen at the beginning of morning tea so 
parents must ensure it has their name on it.
